Act to revise the distribution of registration fees

Verchio on January
28", The bill proposes to retain all registration fees
for this category of vehicles (mainly farm trucks) at
the county in which they are collected and be dis-
tributed 65% to the County Road and Bridge Fund
and 35% to Townships.

Resolution #3 — Distribution of Highway User Fees

among State and Local Governments. It has been

determined that this is too big a project to attempt
during the Legislative Session. It needs to be done
because the existing apportionment factors were
developed in 1985 and have not been revised since
then. The project will require support and cooper-
ation among local governments, highway user
groups and legislators.

Resolution #4 — Clean-Up of Existing Township

Laws.

1. Amendments to SDCL 8-4-3 and 8-10-2 are con-
tained in HB 1003 which has passed the House.

2. Amendments to SDCL 32-20-12 giving Town-
ships authority to regulate off-road vehicle
travel in the ditches of township roads will be
the subject of a bill to be introduced in the
House on Feb. 2"

Resolution #5 — County Construction or Replace-

ment of Bridges and Culverts on Township Roads.

The goal of this resolution was to reach a compro-
mise with the Counties who wanted to increase
the area of the openings of culverts from 16 sq. ft.
to 35 sq. ft., for the culverts requiring county re-
placement, and to increase the Township reim-
bursement to the County up from the existing re-
quirement of $500. The scope of this resolution
was also expanded to include clarifying the author-
ity of township supervisors to determine the size
of culverts to be installed in township roads. The
compromise reached was that a bill will not be in-
troduced this year, and we will attempt to resolve
this issue as part of the Agreement to be devel-
oped for implementation of Resolution #1.
